So what's up with the line-up change?

Miguel left the band peacefully to go play in an alternative
band (RUMBLEFISH) and Chris is playing reggae. Chris feels
that he isn't achieving his musical potential playing hardcore
music. We now have Danny who is bassist of SUPLECS and

EYEHATEGOD for the last couple of tours and Kenny of
DULAC SWADE and SPICKLE.

So Kenny's permanently in the band?

We hope so. I think he's down for it, we just have to work our
schedules in with DULAC and SPICKLE tourwise but other
than that he seems like he's pretty into it.

How would you say your sound has changed with the new
lineup?

Danny has more of a heavier background whereas Miguel's was
more funkish and he was good at that and that's why he's in the
band that he's in now and Kenny can just count and counting is
rudimentary to playing music so it kinda works out well for the
rest of us also because if one person doesn't count then
everybody has to count on their own in their own count. So,
veah. Kenny like, makes it heavier...than 1t is already.

Will vou still be putting out the split 7" on Guillotine Records?
Yezh, that's gonna happen sooner or later. The problem right
now is every band that she asked to do 1t don't wanna do it
because they've never herd of us before so they want to do it
with like their friends or their cousins or somebody's friend's
band But 1 think she has a couple of bands who are kinda
interested in doing it so hopefully i1t'll be out sometime in the
summer

Anything else coming out?

After we zet Kenny feeling like he's comfortable doing what
he's doing with us we're gonna record on an 8 track or a 4 track
and burned cd's with someone with a low limit and sell em for
7 bucks or whatever. I'd say that'll be out around May

What do you think of the New Orleans scene and how do you
think 1t can be improved?

I think everything is pretty cool now. Deborah (Devil Dolls
Productions) is doing a pretty good job of getting the punk and
hardcore shit. She's had AGENT ORANGE and THE
VANDALS and alot of good shows and I've been trying to get
the more metal bands like BUZZOVEN, 16, DYSTOPIA stuff
like that.

Do you have any plans to tour?

In April we're doing a weekend in Texas and a night in Florida
and in September we're going on a 2 week tour up the east
coast to Buffalo, NY then back town through whatever is
between here and there.

What have been your favorite Hawg Jaw shows?

[ don't think there have been any that I've really disliked.

They've all been pretty decent. Some of them have been pretty

awful like if T pop a string it'll ruin the whole show because I'm
" not a very good guitar tuner and it takes like a half hour then

everybody leaves; kinda like that Mardi Gras show where |

popped a string and that made it un-fun for me, but when we
had Jeff (Weibelt, now with The BUMP DADDYS) in the band
we had the fun indefinite fight with someone or some other
excitement of that variation. As far as my favorite show the
BUZZOVEN show with SEASON TO RISK and ICE PICK
REVIVAL was pretty cool and we've had a few good ones
recently like that SOILENT GREEN show at Checkpoint's but I
can't say that I've had a favorite show. I pretty much enjoy all of
them. As long as there's beer and music it's all good.

What are your views on political correctness?
We are not concerned with the whole p.c. trend. what we are
concerned with is playing our music, doing it as loud and
destructive as we can, and having fun doing it. We do not care to
engage in any of the anal retentive behavior that comes along
with being "p.c.". There are some views on issues that we hold
that are politically correct but we do not hold these views because
they are p.c.; we do so because these views are the products of
rational thinking. Other than that, we are the farthest thing from
being anywhere near political. The closest thing to politics that
we do is personal politics. That is what Mike writes about -
everyday life and dealing with it, successfully or otherwise. That
is what is real to us. That is what we can relate to: not the politics
and other shit that you see on tv or read in newspapers or
magazines. I relate to rent, work, frustration, hangovers, music,
happy, sad, broke, etc. Some of us just don't have the time or
endurance to deal with what might indirectly affect us or not 5
affect us at all. I guess if you are one of these people that doesn't
have to work to live (ie. live off of parents, get mommy and
daddy's credit card) then chances are you probably have time to
have nit-picky conversations about the right words to use or
whether or not vegans should eat seafood. Myself, T work 2 jobs,
play in a band, promote shows, and write for a fanzine. I don't
care to spend the 2 or 3 hours a day that I have to myself
discussing irrelevant bullshit.
The incident at the underground sounds benefit was totally
ridiculous. These people came in and walked out all in about 3
seconds. When you are giving your all musically and someone
does this, it makes you feel like "Hey, fuck you too." So Mike
chases them out the door yelling "We don't like fags anyway!" All
of a sudden it's a homophobic issue. I know and anyone that
knows Mike knows that what he said was in no way meant to be a
homophobic statement. If homophobia were part of our agenda,
we would say so. However, it is not. We are a bad that Just
doesn't pay attention to that sort of thinking. Anyway, he's getting
a lecture from someone that doesn't even know him in the middle
of our set, arguing over something that was totally not the case. T
me if she was solely concerned about making her point, she
would have just talked to him after we were done. Instead, she
made an overblown spectacle out of it. Mike of course, seeing
that he was dealing with someone that was going to be "right" no
matter what, he retaliated with shit that he knew she didn't want
to hear. I spoke with her after the show on the phone and
discussed the whole fucked up incident and it seemed like we had
resolved whatever misunderstandings there were. That's what i
'thought until I read a few backstabbing comments that she made
in her zine that indirectly referred to us and/or our crowd. She -
made some pretty bold and stereotypical comments about people
that she doesn't know. 1 call it being two faced. Shallow is
another word that comes to mind,
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Any final comments?

Come check us out. We've got a new drummer and a new bass
player; they make us happy and they'll probably make you pretty
happy. If you hate us come see us cuz we like people that hate us
even better because they make the show more fun. Support your
local scene including Paranoize Fanzine. Just pretty much
support what's around you because there are alot of places that
don't have it and everybody here knows that we've worked hard

enough to have what we do have. I think people around here get
unappreciative about music sometimes and other places would
kill for what we have and they'd appreciate it.

So who's in the band now?

Me, Liz from 13 on guitar, Dave Scrod from Cave In on
guitar, and we have a couple of people subbing for the Mardi
Gras shows.. Adny from Glazed Baby on bass and my old
drummer Mike.

How would you say the sound of the band is different from
your split 7" with Buzzoven?

Alot more riff oriented. Alot heavier in aspect that there's a
different person writing on the guitars. It's not as fast with a
punk edge as it used to be, it's a lot thicker and heavier,

So you have a CD coming out soon? What label will that be
on?

We have a full length that we'll be recording soon for Off The
Records who did Gardy Loo, Anal Cunt and Buzzoven. It's a
full length called "Plea The S5th". We haven't began recording
that yet. WE're doing split CD with Grief on Game Two
records; that should be out in 2 months, and we'll be on a
compilation for Millenium Records which should be out in
April, a split 7" with Buzzoven, and something for the
Paranoize comp. whenever you get that out.

You're living in New Orleans now: what brought y'all here?
A change of pace. Basically a new atmosphere.

Will the rest of the band be moving here?
They're supposed to but if not, you know, we'lll just breed
people.

So talk about your Mardi Gras shows.

We're doing Mardi Gras again. It's out 6th year straight and
we'll be doing the same thing we always do whick 1s just get
loaded and play as much as possible and hopefully we can get
Eyehategod back together to play one show with us.

What have you been listening to lately?

I've been listening to alot of Church Of Misery from Tokyo,
Sheavy, Electric Wizard, Orange Goblin, Tyrant, Shine, and
alot of country music; Hank Williams and Johnny Cash.

Are you still running samples for Buzzoven?

Buzzoven is pretty much over. At this point it looks like
Mardi Gras wil be the last show. I was with the band for the
past 2 years, I helped the band get back together. Kirk may
move on and do something else. :

O.k I'm gonna go ahead and wrap this up for now. Is there
anything you wanna add?

Just check out the band, I'm sure you'll dig it, there are some
really good musicians playing. Check out the releases then,
they should be cool, they'll have some good artwork on em as
well.
