While the mainstream media is trying to sell hard-edged pop as punk, one must wonder....
Are there any real hardcore bands around? There's always that “hard ass tales from the
street band (and their clones) that are always on Headbanger's Ball.

That is not real hardcore, nor is that happy, sappy watered down pop punk real punk.

You won't find the real shit on MTV or at the record store at the mall. The real shit is
still, and always has been alive in the underground.

I recently heard ACT OF FAITH from Atlanta, GA and they vecame one of my favorite hardcore
bands. I planned to interview them in this issue, but I didn't get it before the deadline,
so here is a little article that I wrote in it's place.

WHO'S IN THE BAND?
The band is a four piece, I handle the vocals as well as guitar, my brother Kevin plays
bass, and the other members are Steven Fisher (formerly of BASIL'S FAVORITE HAT)on guitar

and Neil Montgomery on drums.

HOW WOULD YOU DESCRIBE YOUR SOUND? INFLUENCES?

This is such a touchy question to answer, since there is almost no way to describe
something very accurately, but you could say that it is still heavy rock that rules my
life. We're all into lots of different things, and it shows in the diversity of our
songwriting. I'm a SABBATH child, and PENALTY is more in that vein of rock than EXHORDER
was, As far as personal influences go, I haven't really been influenced vocally by anyone
but James Brown in the last two years. I listen to Brown and also BUDGIE and I'm starting
to dig this Robin Trower disc., New C.0.C. is great. Best of the year.,

HAS THERE BEEN ANY LABEL INTEREST?

Yes, there are three independents that have made offers, but we're talking to a ma jor
right now that is going to give us a developmental deal at the beginning of January. A
demo will be recorded on a nice budgst.

HOJ HAS THE RESPONSE BEEN TO YOUR DEMO AND LIVE?

It's funny, but our demo was intended for us to feel out the vocals and shop for a
guitarist and drummer, but it sounded so good that we decided to let people hear it, and
after a review in Metal Maniacs we now have lots of mail coming in from all over the world
We are starting to build a good fan base here in town, and we're soon to hit other parts
of the country if all goes well. Our shows seem to be getting bigger every time.

WHAT DO YOU THINK OF THE NEW ORLEANS SCENE TODAY AS COMPARED TO °'85-'861

As great as the old days were, they're gone. My only regrets about the present scene are
truly aimed at the fact that there is not one club that feels 1like home. A club comes
along and fizzles out. Not enough access for the underaged.

WHY DID EXHORDER BREAK UP THIS TIME?
EXHORDER broke up because it was doomed,

IF EXHORDER REUNITES WILL YOU PE A PART OF IT?
I have no desire to sing for EiHORDER anymore,

HOW LONG HAVE YOU BEEN TOGETHER?

The original members have been to gether for over 3 years, (Derek Rico, Chris Necaise,
Mike Reuscher) Mike Anglin has been with the band for over a year, and Chris Nobles is a
neiw member.

HOW WOULD YOU DESCRIBE YOUR SOUND?
Tt's hard to explain because it varies from heavy to groove to very melodic, OMNISENSE's
influences vary from southern rock to death metal to rap and all areas in between,

ARE YOU SELLING YOUR DEMO THAT YOU RECENTLY RECORDED?
Not yet because it's not quite finished.

WHAT DO YOU HAVE PLANNED FOR THE NEAR FUTURE?
First off to teach the new bassist the songs and then to play locally and try to get signed

to a label.

WHAT DO YOU THINK OF THE SCENE ON THE _COAST?

There really isn’'t much of a scene on the Gulf Coast (South Mississippi). However, the
bands which are here are some of the best I've heard in a long time. But there isn't
really any place to play, except shows which we set up for ourselves, and they usually
cost $300-$700 to put on in the end.

WHAT HAVE BEEN YOUR FAVORITE AND LEAST FAVORITE SHOWS?

My least favorite was a gig we played in Pensacola, Florida where the club owner didn't
promote the show at all and the sound system didn’t work. Two people showed up and we
couldn't play. My favorite is hard to choose, but there have been many shows that we put
on ourselves at the Gulfport Jaycee Hall, and we also played a couple great benefits at
the now defunct Crazy Horse in Biloxi.

HAS DEREK EVER HAD TO DO A SHOW WITHOUT HIS VOCAL EFFECTST

Not since he bought it, However, there have been times where it has gone out during shows,
usually due to a shitty soundman or a crazy fan.

DO YOU HAVE ANY MERCHANDISE AVAILABLE?
Not as of yet. To do these things you have to have a 1little more operating capitol than
we've made off of our previous demos and shows out. The new demo will probably be available

in a couple of months.

ANY FINAL COMMENTS?

In closing 1'd like to thank you for your interest in the band and hope to receive a copy
of Paranoize #3. Once again I‘'d like to thank you and all our friends and family and all
the other pople who have supported us. And very special thanks to all the bands we've
played with so far, and we're looking forward to playing with many more in the future.

DO YOU STILL PLAN ON RE-RECORDING YOUR “BODILY HARM' DEMO?

WHAT DO YOU HAVE PLANNED FOR THE NEAR FUTURE?

Just what every other band probably wants, to be noticed and to accomplish something in
the music business. We mainly just want to travel, let psople enjoy our tunes, not have to
work full-time jobs, and 1ive off beer and cabbage (if you can relate).

HOW IS THE SCENE ON THE "COAST"?

The Gulf Coast kinda sucks. This band, as well as any local band, has a good following but
recently it‘'s been real hard to find a decent place to put on a show. It's just a pain in
the yarbols when 90% of the population are God fearing Christians who get their sphinkters
in a bound when they see more than 5 longhaired rocker kids in a group listening to some
devil, fuck, murder tunes, When we do put on a show the last 10% are other local bands
that show up just to see if their band is better or if their guitarist can rock harder or

some gay shit like that.

WHAT HAVE BEEN YOUR FAVORITE AND LEAST FAVORITE SHOWS?

Our favorite show was probably the show we played with a New Orleans act at Zeppelins.
This was our first real show with Phil. Although there weren't many people, we had a good
sound and the crowd was really digging it, which made the atmosphere better. Our least
favorite show was a cheesy little "Battle Of The Bands" we did here in Missishitty at a
daquiri shop full of shit-kickin rednecks who just can't relate to anything further than
some "BILLY BOB AND THE HAPPY CRICKETS” bullshit.

HAVE YOU HAD A BETTER LIVE RESPONSE SINCE ADDING PHIL?

Yeah, ABUSE has been a 4-piece band for over 2 years and I think having a new face to
look at might have something to do with it, but the playing and performing part is what
really stands out to the crowd.

ANY FINAL COMMENTS?

I know what you're thinking if you read this..."Mississippi, Ha!” but it doesn't have
anything to do with the white trash, trailer park filled state we're desparately stuck
in, it's all about jammin', and making your own music.

Formed in the early '80s under the name BOBS BARBECUE, GRAVEYARD RODEO (along with -
SHELL SHOCK (who evolved into CROWBAR) and EXHORDER) helped create the New Orleans hardcc
scene. Now, over a decade later, after surviving massive line-up changes, which once
included Perry McAuley-vocals, Pepper Keenan (now in C.0.C.)-guitar, Lee Fucich-guitar, 2
and Wayne "Doobie" Fabra (who's now the vocalist for CHRIST INVERSICN)-drums (the only tr
original member is bassist Tommy Scanlan), GRAVEYARD RODEO has unleashed jt's 2nd album
titled "On The Verge”, which surprisingly, is still in the patented G.Y.R. "doomcore”
style.

The band's new line-up consists of Marc Brignac (some of you may remember him from

NE4 RELIGION and BILE)-vocals, Jay Graicanell (anyone remember HAATE or STONE GRCOVE?)-
guitar, Gary Hebert (another former NEW RELIGION member)-drums, Gary Gennaro-guitar, anc

Tommy Scanlan-bass.

The band's debut LP, »Sowing Discord In The Haunts Of Man" was written over a period of =
years, so it's refreshing to hear some new material from the band. Well.,.actually, a few
of the songs on their new LP aren't exactly new. Some of them were ressurected from their
ancient "Realms Of The Undead” demo with new titles and lyrics, but at least they got hea
heard.

This isn't the same GRAVEYARD RODEO that T remember, but I don't really mean that in a
negative way. Let me put it this wayi if you liked their first LP, then you won't te
disappointed,in their new ome. If you didn't like their first LP, then you may dig
their newer, more aggressive songs, like "Self Holiness".

This was the first show that I've been to since moving to Biloxi, so I was
ecurious to see what the scene was 1ike as far as crowd support and music variety.
This was a benefit show for the Humane Society, so the price to get in was a
donation of dog or cat food, newspaper, and/or blankets, I was told that there
wasn't mich advertisement for the show, but there were about 100 people there,
so the turnout was 0.K.

First up was FEID. I really didn’t get into them too much, but the crowd did.

I did like their last two songs though, and the wah pedal on the bass was cool.
I must admit, I really couldn't compare them to any other band that I'd heard
before.

ABUSE played next and tore the place up. It was their first show with their
rhythm guitarist, Phil, They played a tight set of heavy, groovin’ shit with

a few grindcore blastin' parts in their songs. The songs that got the best
response were “Collide” and "Scratch The Surface”.

Next was OMNISENSE who have a sound that I can only describe as progressive
metal with a sort of industrial edge. They were heavy, yet melodic and the
vocalist used effects and samples, which didn't detract anything from their
songs, They have a sound that would go great with a laser light show. They
played their last two songs without a rhythm guitarist cuz Mike Reuscher
popped a string. e — -

Nowadays in New Crleans
the shoWws are at bars in the Fat City area and everyone seems to care about the drink
specials instead of the bands,

Anyway, the point I'm trying to make is that since there is an all-ages scene here, you
"younguns” should do all you can to keep it alive. Start a 'zine, form a band, set up snows
SUPPCRT YOUR SCENE DAMMIT! It's only as good as YOU make it! :
